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Abstract: University teachers are at the forefront of ideological and political education for
students. Fully leveraging the role of university teacher branches as strongholds can help shape the
core values of young students, establish their ideals and beliefs, and thereby truly achieve the core
goal of “cultivating talent for the Party and nurturing talent for the nation” while implementing the
fundamental task of fostering virtue and cultivating talent. However, the current construction of
university teacher branches faces challenges such as insufficient Party leadership, loose
connections between theory and practice, and unsystematic methods.
