Abstract: As a core course in the economics curriculum, the reform of teaching the History of Economic
Thought is of great significance for developing students' theoretical literacy and innovative thinking.
This study, based on the perspective of dialogue-based teaching, constructs a path for course reform
along two dimensions: the reconstruction of teaching content and the innovation of teaching methods.
On the content level, the reform involves building a problem-oriented curriculum, exploring the
pedagogical value of debates in economic theory for dialogue, and establishing a diverse repository of
materials to facilitate discussion. On the methodological level, it focuses on innovating in-class dialogic
teaching models and integrating the use of digital tools for instruction. The dialogue-based teaching
reform framework proposed in this paper aims to deepen students' understanding of economic thought
and enhance their capacity for innovative thinking, providing a practical reference for teaching the
History of Economic Thought.
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
